
 
 

HOW DO CHILDREN LEARN MUSIC? 
 

Children learn by Listening. 
Music should be a frequent and consistent 

part of each child’s daily environment. 
 
 

Children learn by experimenting on their  
own through Play. 

Song activities that model both active  
participation and the concept that there is  
no wrong answer turn music time into play 

 time and promote individual play and  
experimentation with the music. 

 
 

Children learn through Repetition. 
Repetition is a key part of learning. The more 
times we repeat a thought or experience, the 

easier it is to remember. Young children  
thrive on repetition. 

 
 

Children learn with the support of adult  
guided Experimentation 

By including meaningful adults in the child’s  
life (parents, teacher) as part of our song  

activities, we set up the framework for  
ongoing adult guided musical interaction,  

experimentation and support. 
 
 

Children learn when music is presented 
 in a Meaningful Context. 

“Open song structures” is a term we use in  
The Music Class. It refers to how we allow  

children, teachers and parents to adapt  
songs in whatever ways they please,  
allowing music to interweave with the  
meaningful events in children’s lives. 

 
 

Your child will be introduced to a wide variety  
of musical scales, tonal and rhythm patterns 
and instruments that help to stimulate your 

child’s musical growth. Each child participates 
at his or her own level with you or a caregiver 

and children of different ages. 
 
 
 

Music Pups® (1-4)    
 

Fun music and movement classes for young 
children with a parent or caregiver. Families 
purchase a CD and songbook with a broad  
variety of sounds and activities designed to 

stimulate musical learning. Our library of CDs 
allows your family to enjoy class for almost 
three years with all new music each session 
( each session is a different collection, you  

will purchase a new set each session). Mixed 
age classes are developmentally appropriate 

and allow siblings to enjoy class together. 
 
 
 

Music Pups® (4’s and 5’s) 
  

The same fun spirit and activities as Music 
Pups, plus activities designed to capitalize on 

the creativity and learning potential of “big 
kids”. Goals in Music Pups include developing 

critical listening skills, challenging each  
student at his or her own level with 

 individualized tonal and rhythm instruction.
